Students that are enrolled in a bundle package 

are guaranteed space covered under the pack-

age.  Those enrolled in an After School bundle 

pack automatically have first option at the extend-

ed classes, which are covered under the bundle 

pack. 

Bundle pack rates included in this packet are 

listed on our website and can also be picked up in 

the preschool office. Contact the preschool office 

if you would like to have a summary of bundle 

pack rates emailed to you. All bundle packs and 

traditional tuition fees that are paid in full before 

the start of school are eligible for discounts.  Call 

the preschool office for more information. 

How To Register 

1. Locate and study options available for your 

student(s).  Fill out an enrollment formðone 

for each student that you are enrolling.  

(Toddler enrollment form on back) 

2. Pick a payment method:  traditional  ñA-la-

carteò or one of the bundle packages. Op-

tions picked maybe the same or different for 

each of your students. 

3. Submit your enrollment forms to the pre-

school office, either by hand or by email.  You 

will receive a confirmation of receipt for each 

submission. 

4. Submit registration fee of $70.00 for each 

student at the time of registration submission.  

Student placement will be processed after 

receipt of registration fee.
